This story of Jesus Christ is directly from the Gospel set as a Play

SCENE 1. MAN BORN BLIND HEALED

As he went along, Jesus saw a man blind from birth.

JESUS’ DISCIPLES: Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that
he was born blind?

JESUS: Neither, but this happened so that the work of God might
be displayed in his life.

As long as it is day we must do the work of Him who sent me.
Night is coming when no man can work. While I am in the world,
| am the light of the world.

Jesus spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and put
it on the man’s eyes.

JESUS: Go wash in the Pool of Siloam.
So the man went and washed and came home seeing.

SCENE 2. IS THIS THE MAN, OR DID IT JUST APPEAR
SO TO THE PEOPLE?

BLIND MAN’S NEIGHBORS: Isn't this the same man who used to sit
and beg???

OTHERS: No, he only looks like him.

THE FORMERLY BLIND:

OTHERS: How then were your eyes opened?

FORMERLY BLIND:

SCENE 3. THE HEALED MAN IS QUESTIONED BY THE
RELIGIOUS LEADERS

They brought the man who had been blind to the Pharisees (a strict
religious party of the Jews who made many more religious rules

not in the Word of God. God’s Law had prohibited regular, daily
work on Saturday, the Sabbath, but the traditions of the Pharisees
prohibited even spitting on Saturday). Now the day that Jesus made
the mud and opened the man’s eyes was Saturday. So the Pharisees
asked him how he had received his sight.

FORMERLY BLIND:

SOME PHARISEES: This man is not from God, for he does not keep
the Sabbath.

OTHER PHARISEES: But how can a sinner do such miraculous signs?

So the Pharisees were divided. Finally they turned to ask the man
himself.

PHARISEES: What have you to say about him? It was your eyes he
opened.

FORMERLY BLIND:

SCENE 4. HIS FAMILY IS AFRAID TO CONFESS CHRIST

The Jews still did not believe that he had been born blind and re-
ceived his sight until they sent for the man’s parents.

PHARISEES: s this your son? Is this the one you say was born blind?
How can he see now?

PARENTS: We know he is our son. We know he was born blind.
But how he can see now or who opened his eyes, we don’t know.
Ask him. He is of age: he will speak for himself.

His parents said this because they were afraid of the Jews, for already
the Jews had decided that anyone who acknowledged that Jesus was
the Christ would be put out of the synagogue.

SCENE 5. THE ONCE BLIND SEES BETTER THAN HIS
LEADERS

A second time they summoned the man who had been blind.
PHARISEES: Give glory to God. We know this man is a sinner.
FORMERLY BLIND:

PHARISEES: What did he do to you? How did he open your eyes?
FORMERLY BLIND:

PHARISEES: You are this fellow’s disciple! We are disciples of Moses!
We know that God spoke to Moses, but as for this fellow, we don’t
even know where he comes from.

FORMERLY BLIND:

PHARISEES: You were steeped in sin at birth; how dare you lec-
ture us!

Then they threw him out of the synagogue.

SCENE 6. JESUS ASKS, “DO YOU BELIEVE IN ME?”

Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, so he found him.
JESUS: Do you believe in the Son of Man?
FORMERLY BLIND:

JESUS: You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking
with you.

FORMERLY BLIND:
And the man worshiped him.

JESUS: For judgment | have come into this world, so that the
blind will see and those who see will become blind.

PHARISEES: What? Are we blind too?

JESUS: If you were blind, you would not be guilty of sin; but now
that you claim you can see, your guilt remains.

SCENE 7. ARE YOU WILLING TO SEE AND BELIEVE?

JEWS: How long will you keep us in suspense? If you are the
Christ, tell us plainly.

JESUS: | did tell you, but you did not believe. The miracles | do
in my Father’s name speak for me.

Do not believe me unless | do what my Father does. But if | do
it, even though you do not believe me, believe the miracles, that
you may know and understand that the Father is in me, and | in
the Father.

But many even among the leaders believed in him. But because of
the Pharisees they would not confess their faith for fear they would
be put out of the synagogue; for they loved praise from men more
than praise from God.

JESUS: When a man believes in me, he does not believe in me
only, but in the one who sent me. When he looks at me, he sees
the one who sent me. | have come into the world as a light, so
that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness.
